Things you need to know about the course to succeed. Read carefully to make sure this course is right for you on your path to success.

· This is the medical care of a patient. The more you know, the more you can help.
· It is hands-on. You will need to touch others, and they will touch you. During practice, you'll encounter less-than-pleasant tasks, like handling body fluids with proper personal protective gear.
· Communication is a part of the skill set; even if you are not a great communicator now, we will assist you in developing that skill. Clear communication with your patient is essential. 
· If you have a question or problem, please let us know because we can't fix what we don’t know about. 
· Stay positive – mistakes are okay in class because we're all learning from them. 
· Let us leave the negativity behind. 

Additional Student Assessment 
1. Be on time for class. 
a. We will start on time with an activity that is part of your grade.
2. Submit online work by the deadline.
3. Grades are based on written exams, participation in class, both leading and practical, all online work, and attendance. A grade of 70% is required to pass. 

Additionally, as an AEMT student, you'll need to allocate time for clinical training and ride time.
1. Clinical time – minimum 24 hours in the Emergency Department
a. Evaluating patients, including vital signs
b. Starting IV once proficient
2. Ride Time – minimum 25 hours with an approved agency and a qualified preceptor. 
3. You may not practice skills outside your scope of practice without a preceptor. 
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
